Paul describes this state of being succinctly in 
Galatians 2:20: ñIt is no longer I who live, but it is Christ who 
lives in me.ò This, at least, is what a mature Christian life looks 
like. Most of us feel quite acutely how far we fall short of such 
spiritual maturity. While it offers a beautiful vision of human 
capacity and a noble goal, it may seem a daunting, if not 
impossible, ideal. 

That is why we need to begin with grace. The spiritual life is not 
even remotely possible for us apart from Godôs grace. And grace 
is precisely what God gives to us in Christ Jesus.ò (From 
ñEmbracing the Journey: The Way of Christò by Rueben P. Job 
and Marjorie J. Thompson, Part 1 in Companions in Christ 
Participantôs Book.
